FRIENDS OF FILBERT PLAYLOT PARK would like to incorporate a number of changes to the 
playground.  Some of our suggestions include: 

• Re-configure the playground to maximize the use of space.   

• Replace the play equipment with current, age-appropriate features that serve children 
ages 2 through 12. 

• Add a rubberized fall surface beneath the play equipment for improved safety.   

• Provide an internal sidewalk(s) for hopscotch, chalk play, and stroller parking. 

• Include ample seating for parents and caretakers. 

• Enclose the playground with fencing / gates for improved safety and security. 

• Illuminate the park to minimize undesired transient activity at night. 

• Increase accessibility to the physically challenged. 

• Utilize native, perennial plants in landscaping beds to minimize maintenance and 
beautify the site.  

• Add visual barriers between the playground and the alleys to the north and east 
through the use of fencing/walls, landscaping, etc. 

• Re-grade the site so there aren’t numerous ramps that take up precious space and 
present drainage and accessibility challenges. 

• Introduce art and/or sculptural elements for children and visitors to engage. 

• Incorporate new signage, including an announcement area where residents and Park 
District officials can post information about upcoming events at the playground. 

• Provide an infrastructure for community stewardship and maintenance of the park.

FUNDRAISING STRATEGIES 

FRIENDS OF FILBERT PLAYLOT PARK has been working very closely with Alderman Schulter, 
the Chicago Park District, and our community to raise money for the renovation.  We are 
extremely motivated, capable, and well on our way!  Alderman Schulter has already donated 
$100,000 and our community has raised over $22,000 in 6 months of fundraising. 

 

“Friends of the Parks” is the fiscal agent for FRIENDS OF FILBERT PLAYLOT PARK.  
This partnership enabled us to create a 501(c)(3) account for tax-deductible 
donations.  Donation information is available at this link:

 Our fundraising committee is working on a number of initiatives to raise our community portion 
of the renovation costs.  These are items we’re pursuing; we’re constantly evaluating and building 
upon our strategy. 

1. Community Events 
Playgrounds are all about community.  We have organized a number of successful (and fun!) 
fundraising events that celebrate community, support our local businesses, and raise money 
for our playground in the process.  We’ve participated in two local Block Parties, held a Bears 
vs. Seahawks fundraiser at Brownstone Tavern & Grill, run the concessions for the Chicago 
Park District “Halloween Jamboree” at Chase Park, held a Holiday Party fundraiser, and 
offered a play time / coffee / music event at Family Grounds Café.  Our next fundraiser is 
play time and pizza at The Little Gym on March 12th. 

2. Grants 
Our Advisory Council is researching and pursuing as many grants as possible.  We have 
collaborated with Alderman Schulter to approach several neighborhood organizations 
regarding our cause.  Grants have the potential to bring in fairly sizeable contributions, so 
we are spending a lot of time on this portion of our fundraising plan. To date we’ve received a 
grant from the Northcenter Chamber of Commerce.  We are also likely to receive a play 
equipment grant from GameTime in the near future. 

3. Local Business Donations 
We have identified a number of local businesses who have a vested interest in renovating 
Filbert Playlot Park.  A new park will increase foot traffic in the neighborhood, which 
equates to more sales for local businesses!  We plan to approach these business owners 
individually.   
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4. Local Resident Donations 
There are hundreds of nearby families who want this playground renovated for their 
children.  A number of homes are single-family houses valued at over $1 million.  Considering 
there are some wealthy families in the neighborhood, we are anticipating generous donations 
that will help us reach our community fundraising goal.  For instance, one nearby owner has 
pledged a $5,000 donation and another has already donated $5,000.   

5. Relative Outreach Program 
We created a form letter that parents can download and customize for their families as 
needed.  The letter is written from a child’s perspective, and is intended to be sent to 
grandparents, aunts, uncles, etc.  It is intended to pull at family members’ heart strings a 
little to encourage them to make a donation to our cause.  ☺   

6. Raffles 
We’ve held successful raffles at several fundraisers.  A number of local businesses made 
very generous prize donations and hundreds of supporters have purchased tickets.   

7. Chicago Park District “Buy a Brick” Program 
We may be offering the Chicago Park District’s “Buy a Brick” program to residents and 
businesses as one of our donation options.  Many people like to “leave their mark” when 
donating to causes like this, so we believe this could be a major incentive for people to 
contribute to our park renovation.   

The FRIENDS OF FILBERT PLAYLOT PARK Advisory Council has a database for 300 supporters 
and emails them regarding upcoming events.  We also update our website on a regular basis so 
people are always informed and know how they can contribute.  In short, we have an effective 
system for communicating with our supporters so we can maintain our significant momentum!

FRIENDS OF FILBERT PLAYLOT PARK has only recently begun to publicly seek local support.
